THE QUANTUM LEAP, Part 2 
Acts 10:24-48 

 
It had been roughly ten years since the time of Pentecost, 
when Peter experienced the outpouring of the Holy Spirit up-
on the people in Jerusalem (Acts 2). So much had transpired 
since then. Persecution had scattered the growing numbers 
of committed followers of Jesus Christ. A second outpouring 
of the Holy Spirit took place in Samaria, where Philip pro-
claimed the gospel of Jesus Christ (Acts 8). Now, with Peter 
making his way thirty miles up the coastline from Joppa to 
Caesarea, a third outpouring of the Holy Spirit is experienced 
(Acts 10). 
 
Each outpouring of the Holy Spirit is in keeping with Acts 1:8, 
in which Jesus told his followers you will be My witnesses in 
Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of 
the earth. In the strategic harbor city of Caesarea, Peter finds 
himself led by the Holy Spirit to a man named Cornelius, a 
Roman Centurion, who has gathered his household to hear 
the gospel explained. By putting their faith in Jesus Christ, 
they become the avenue by which the gospel goes forth to 
the end of the earth. In this account, Peter realizes that the 
Jewish Christians are not to be a reservoir of the gospel, but a 
channel for communicating the truth of salvation.
