THE PROMISED GIFT, Part 2 

Isaiah 7:1-17 

 

In threatening times, Christians possess the wonderful assurance in   
knowing that God is with us. This is the meaning behind the name         
Immanuel, a name used to describe the promised Messiah. This is the name 
referenced by Matthew when describing Joseph’s encounter with the  
angel of the Lord. 

 

 Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear a son, and they 
shall call his name Immanuel 

         Matthew 1:23 
 

The background to this Isaianic prophesy is found in both 2 Kings 16 and 2 
Chronicles 28. In what has been termed the Syro-Ephraimitic War, Judah 
is being threatened by the joint forces of Syria and the northern tribes of 
the Jews, referred to as Israel. Ahaz, the King of Judah, is challenged by 
Isaiah to stand firm in the faith. What is really being challenged is the 
promise of God. Ahaz is a descendent of David, who was promised an  
everlasting kingdom (2 Samuel 7:16). As we ponder these events, note 
how God remains faithful to his promise even when those who supposedly 
profess faith (ie.
